Instructions for Decorating Canvas & Textiles

Materials required:

          Canvas Bag         
Jo Sonja’s Textile Medium

            Paints           
 Serviettes

Sponges (remember to wet before using)

              A soft brush             
Water

 

This part is optional. Start by preparing the background colour of the canvass / textile.  Wet the canvass with some clean water – the wetter the canvas the more the paint will bleed and blend, but then the longer the drying time. Mix the paint with textile medium ratio 2:1 and then add just a little water to make a fairly runny mixture. Sponge this onto the canvass. Sponge over with more water if you require a better blend. 

 

Once painted, leave the canvass until touch dry. The drying time will depend on the thickness of the material, the amount of water used and the warmth of the room.  Drying can be speeded up with the gentle use of a hairdryer.
 

Separate the tissues into the fine layers. Tear the tissue to give you the patterns that you wish to use. A torn edge makes it easier to blend the pieces together.

 

Remember that you can use rubber stamps with Stazon Inks, Momento Inks and Versafine inks to decorate the plain tissue layer.  Also the fine print on the middle layer can also be used to give a shadow effect.

 

Apply the torn tissue to the canvass using the textile medium. Lay the tissue flat where you would like it to be. Load the brush well with the textile medium and, with soft strokes, apply the medium to the tissue - working from the centre of the piece outwards. Ensure that plenty of medium is applied. If the tissue seems to be tearing it usually means that not enough medium is being used or the brush is being used too harshly - keep the brush flat and let it glide across the tissue.
Once the required design has been achieved leave to dry well – this could take up to a week.

 

If you would like to give a water proof finish to the canvass, cover with All Purpose Sealer (APS) once the item is well dried., then leave to dry – again this could take up to a week.

 

This method can be applied to any material object – as with the canvass shoes. If you want to decorate a piece of clothing you can follow the process but instead of applying the APS you would need to heat set it by ironing on the reverse of the garment or applying the iron through a layer of cloth / brown paper.
